· Improving the physical environment of the School in order to increase the extent to which disabled pupils are able to take advantage of education and associated services offered by the School.

In recent years the School has been mindful of the needs of those with physical disabilities.  There is ramp access to the Science laboratories and ICT room, and portable ramps will give access to other areas.  The building which houses the Dining Hall and Design and Technology classroom has a wide, level entry and a toilet for the disabled.  There is also a toilet for the disabled in the Year 2 classroom block.  
The School is committed to developing a ‘dyslexia friendly’ philosophy.  In January 2003 there was a whole staff training session led by Mrs. Polly Costerton, a special needs tutor and a new Skills for Learning Department has now been established to support and track those children with specific needs.
