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Aberdour School Dress and Appearance Policy

All our pupils are expected to be smartly turned out at all times with clean clothes and shoes.  Their hair must be kept similarly clean and tidy.  For girls, hair must be off the face and hair which is shoulder length or longer must be tied back.  For boys, it must be off the collar and it should not be shorter than ‘Number 3’.  Neither boys nor girls may dye their hair nor have it cut or dressed in any extreme or conspicuous fashion.
Girls may wear discreet ear studs – only one in each ear.  Boys may not wear jewellery or any other ornaments.  

No make-up may be worn.

During term time, pupils are to wear School attire when attending School and while travelling to and from it and on all School occasions, unless particular permission is given to the contrary in advance.  

Pupils who are playing in School fixtures or taking part in School activities, whether during the School week or on Saturdays, must attend in School attire, whether the fixture is at home or away, unless specific instructions to the contrary have been issued.

In all matters of dress and appearance the arbiter of what is acceptable is the Headmaster.  A pupil whose dress or appearance is unsatisfactory may be sent home.
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
